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	 Let's say that this yellow circle represents all the records that have the word "Matthew" in them.

	 Here is another way to understand this:

	 Matthew
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	 Doing a search with an "or" will 
instruct the search engine to do two separate searches.  In this case "Matthew or Mark"

	 Matthew

	 Mark
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	 Using the word "and" to combine these terms will result in
producing the records in the middle area.

	 These are your search results

	 Matthew

	 Mark

	 Matthew      and     Mark
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	 Adding the "and not Luke" eliminates all those records with the word "Luke" in them.

	 These are your search results

	 Matthew

	 Mark

	 Matthew      and     Mark

	 Luke
