	 The first time you use Illiad you will need to set up an account
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	 Click the Logon to ILLiad button
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	 You can choose the type of material you need here. 
If you access ILLiad from one of the databases or catalogs the request will often be filled out for you.
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	 Once you have checked (or filled in the form) 
click the Submit Request button
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	 Double check to make sure that your request has been entered.
